Twenty minutes later, when he returned to 
the place he had last seen her, Olga was gone. It was reported she was 
carrying three sandwiches with her but no blankets or camping equipment. 
It's believed Olga had apparently started in the direction her husband had 
gone, then became confused and lost her way.

Experienced American Indian trackers pointed out that although the country 
was rugged, the area she was last seen was open and Olga would have 
been in full view of where her husband claimed he left his wife until he 
reached a small path where he said he turned around and retraced his steps. 
The trackers also stated footprints found 8 miles from the spot where Olga 
was last seen were not hers.

Olga's husband was questioned and denied they quarreled before her 
disappearance, or he knew why she may have left. Three days after she 
went missing, heavy snow forced the searchers to abandon the mountains. 
No trace of Olga has ever been found. Contrary to reports, her lunch sack, 
hand ax, nor her tam were ever found.

Olga's husbsand filed for divorce seven years after she went missing and 
married his high school sweetheart.

On August 20, after receiving an anonymous tip, authorities found Paul's 
work truck three miles north of Upton. The truck was parked in a timbered 
area near a number of water pits. The truck contained around $20,000 of 
Paul's equipment and appeared to have been parked there for some time. 
Inside, blood was found soaked into the seat and floormats. The FBI was 
able to type the blood, but they were unable to turn up any records indicating 
Paul's blood type to verify if it was his.

In January 1977, a man pled guilty to grand larceny. He admitting to stealing 
almost $10,000 of Paul's equipment and insisted Paul cooperated in the 
theft. Police suspect foul play in Paul's disappearance.

He also told her he was 
afraid of the man who fixed the motorcycle.

The family and authorities rode to the area where the motorcycle was found 
with ATVs and searched all around. The keys were left in the bike, and it had 
a half tank of gas. It was in running condition. However, no sign of Lovely 
was ever found.

The husband had allegedly made incriminating statements 
to others, speaking of having Lynn's body in a freezer and telling cellmates in 
jail that he had beaten and shot his wife. After Lynn's disappearance, his 
girlfriend moved into the Bush home and forged Lynn's name on legal 
documents. A person who served with the husband in the National Guard 
said the husband had taken several items from the unit, including two body 
bags, around the time Lynn disappeared.

$3,230 in purchases to Gakwa's credit cards, changed her banking 
password, and deleted her Gmail account, all without her permission and 
after her disappearance. He said the reason he drained her bank account 
was to "force her to contact him in the event that she needed money."

In March 2023, Hightman pleaded guilty to felony theft, a felony against 
intellectual property and felony unlawful use of credit cards. He was 
sentenced to three to six years in prison. He has not been charged in 
connection with Gakwa's disappearance.
